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Nearby MRT Station -
Ximen Station (BL11/G12), about an 80-meter walk from Exit 6.

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Taipei City Dihua Street Commercial District
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Nearby MRT Station -
Beimen Station (G13), about a 500-meter walk from Exit 3.
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Dihua Street, one of Taipei's oldest developed areas, showcases Taiwan's rich commercial and
cultural history. Traditional businesses, such as tea, traditional groceries, Chinese Medicine, fabric
shops, and night market, continue to thrive in this historically significant district. It is also home to
the best-preserved and most historically meaningful old street in Taipei.

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Taipei City Ningxia Commercial District

Shuanglian Station (R12) , about a 500-meter walk from Exit 1.

Market, a culinary hotspot filled with many long-established stalls and restaurants that have been
serving customers for over 60 years.
